COMPETITION RULES 

for

“The Best EXPOPOWER 2010 Advertising Slogan”
§ 1

1. Międzynarodowe Targi Poznańskie sp. z o.o. with its registered office in Poznań, ul. Głogowska 14, entered in the business register of National Court Register, registered number KRS 202703, is organising “The Best EXPOPOWER 2010 Advertising Slogan” Competition.

2. The Competition Rules are available on EXPOPOWER 2010 website.

§ 2

1. The purpose of the Competition is to find a winning entry for the best advertising slogan for the EXPOPOWER 2010 fair organised by Międzynarodowe Targi Poznańskie sp. z o.o., Poznań.

2. In order to participate in the Competition, you have to send an e-mail to marcin.gorynia@mtp.pl containing an advertising slogan for EXPOPOWER 2010. The e-mail must be sent by 2 April 2010. Competition participants are also required to prove their presence at EXPOPOWER 2010.

3. The e-mail referred to above will be deemed to have been delivered when Competition Participant receives a return e-mail confirming his submission of a competition entry. 

§ 3

1. The Competition is open to exhibitors at EXPOPOWER 2010.

2. The Competition is not available to the Organiser's staff and executive personnel, persons involved in organising and running the Competition, as well as members of their families. 

§ 4

1. The winner of the Competition will be a participant who has complied with the conditions of these Rules and whose advertising slogan is chosen by the Competition Jury as the best slogan.

2. The Competition closes with a meeting of the Competition Jury which selects the winner.

3. The Competition Jury holds its meeting at the Organisers’ registered office address. The results of the Competition will be announced on 9 April 2010 on the EXPOPOWER 2010 website.

4. A prize winner will be sent a letter notifying him of his success and of where and how to claim the prize. The letter will be sent within seven (7) days from the result announcement date.

§ 5

1. Competition Prizes:

1) First prize: 2-person trip to Portugal.

2) Second prize: 30% discount on undeveloped exhibition space or on STANDARD developed space (as per application form).

3) Third prize: 20% discount on undeveloped exhibition space or on STANDARD developed space (as per application form).

4) Fourth prize: 10% discount on undeveloped exhibition space or on STANDARD developed space (as per application form).

2. The Organisers will pay public dues on Competition prizes.

3. The Competition Jury’s decision on prizes is final and without appeal.

4. Prizes cannot be exchanged for other in-kind prizes nor any cash alternatives will be offered.

5. If a Prize Winner fails to approach the Organisers within 30 days from the date on which Organisers sent out a prize award notification, the prize will be forfeited.

§ 6

By submitting a slogan entry a Competition participant:

1) represents that his submission is the effect of his individual creative work, has no legal defects and does not infringe upon any third-party rights, failing which the Participant will be liable in damages; 

2) assigns to the Organisers, upon announcement of competition results, author’s economic rights and any derivative and neighbouring rights to the prize-winning slogan for all fields of use as specified in Article 50 of the Polish Copyright and Neighbouring Rights Act of 4 February 1994. Competition Prize Winners will not be entitled to any other remuneration for assignment of said rights to the Organisers, even if the prizes are not claimed.

§ 7

1. Any complaints relative to the Competition must be submitted in writing with a statement of reasons. Complaints must be sent to the address of the Organisers’ registered office within seven (7) days from the results announcement date either personally or by a registered letter, and they need to carry a note stating “EXPOPOWER 2010 visitors’ competition”.

2. Complaints submitted after the above time-limit will not be considered.

3. The Organisers’ decision on how to handle a complaint will be final.

4. The Organisers reserve a right to suspend the Competition or change its rules at any time throughout its duration without having to state the reasons therefor. 

5. These Rules will come into force on 16 November 2009.
